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History is to be laid out all over the Kyneton Botanic Gardens.

The Kyneton Community Park Group and the Kyneton Heritage Society are collaborating on a project to outline the history of the township, which will be depicted on paving stones.

A $8900 grant from the Public Records Office of Victoria will help fund the decoration and placement of the 12 pavers.

Project co-ordinator organiser Jessica Goodman said the round pavers would contain artefacts, transferred pictures and text explaining the history of the gardens.

But they also need your help.

“We would like people to tell us their experiences or recollections of the gardens and show us wedding pictures and picnics or celebrations photos.  Heirlooms and found objects are also welcome”, she said.

Kathryn Portelli, who co-ordinated the mosaics in Kyneton’s bushfire memorial on the side of the Kyneton Town Hall, will help in the composition of artwork.

“Indigenous history, the gold rush, the swimming hole and the caravan park are all parts of the site’s history and we intend to acknowledge them all”  Ms Goodwin said.
